This document contains the topline results of a national online survey conducted on behalf of Demos between June 5 and 14, 2017. The data in this survey is weighted by standard weights to make it
fully representative. A total of 1,536 U.S. registered voters, age 18 and older, were surveyed. This included a base of 867 registered voters [n=836; margin of error £3.4%].

We also used oversamples to get key subgroups listed in the bullets below (with the total sample size that includes their natural occurrence in the base sample):

Working-class white Obama/Trump voters: defined as white voters who voted for Obama (2012) and Trump (2016), with a household income of less than $75,000 [n=186; MOE +7.5%]
Working-class African Americans: defined as African American voters with a household income of less than $75,000 [n=237; MOE +6.5%]

Working-class Hispanics: defined as Hispanic or Latino voters with a household income of less than $75,000 [n=271; MOE +6.0%]

Progressives: defined as people of any race who identify as extremely or somewhat liberal [n=585; MOE +4.1%]
